Homework Policy:

When homework is assigned, I often give you time in class to start it.  Sometimes you might even finish it before you leave.  If you do not, it is to be finished for the next class period.  I will check to see that you have the homework completed before we go over it as a class. 

Homework grade (when I check your homework, you can get…)

5 points: La tarea is done!  Muy bien.  

4 points: You skipped a few problems. (There was a big game last night!)
3 points: It’s half way done.  (I really couldn’t concentrate, Señora)
0 points: ¡Qué lástima! (The dog ate it!)
The “learn from your mistakes” homework make-up policy:

You can make up a homework assignment by showing me it is done or coming in for help after school on the day it was due.

Ausente. Oops, I was absent: You can call the school and request your assignments or get your assignments from a friend.  If you were so sick you couldn’t even lift a book, you can come and see me about it.  

Ensayos: We have writing assignments every other Thursday.  We usually have about four ensayos a quarter.  You receive an ensayo grade every quarter (25% of your quarter average).  These diaries are meant to help, not hurt you, and most students find that their grades go up because of them!  They are graded as follows:
1. Length, quality and effort (1/3)

2. Grammar and vocabulary(1/3)

3. All entries are complete (1/3)

Quizzes: Short and to the point.  They are usually between 10 and 20 points each.  The content of a quiz is usually vocabulary.  (No make-ups unless absent).  

Tests: Each test is worth 100 points.  You can expect about 4 to 5 tests a quarter.  We will always review before each test.  If you are absent on the day of a test, you are expected to take the test the day you get back during class time.  

In the event that you do poorly on a test, you may come in to see me after school, and we will do some partial credit correcting.  The final exam is worth 10% of your entire grade!
Crédito extra: There are several opportunities to earn extra credit points in class.  There is usually a bonus question on each test and quiz.  We also play vocabulary games in class.  Winners are awarded with bonus points.  These points can be added to a test or to wherever else you may need to add them.
