FAQs for My Teacher Pages Web Pages
Is all of the work I have done safely stored on my account?

The service archives information for a long period of time. For example, if you were to go on sabbatical to Antarctica and let the account fall inactive, you could reactivate upon your return and all of your files and work would be there!

What about file storage?

While you can upload lots and lots of files on the teacherpages account, it is always best computer user practice to back-up your files! While the site is very reliable, it is best to not use it as file storage and keep backed up files on a usb drive and/or your teacher network drive at school.

What if I already have a website?

Great! You can still use the teacherpages service to direct users to your own website. We think it is valuable to have a common school-wide point of entry to teacher websites. If your teacherpages site merely redirects user to another site, that’s fine. 

If you are thinking about converting to a teacherpages site, we are looking into programs and procedures that can assist you and cut down on the computer labor.
