· If the toy is a stuffed animal, encourage words that describe the body coverings, ears, tails, legs etc. If the toy is a doll, encourage words that describe the face, hair clothing.

· Use of action words (verbs) to explain what they do with the toy

· Explanation of why this object is their favorite
