11. controlled variable- all the variables that must not change, to make sure it is a fair test.

Fahrenheit scale- a scale for measuring temperature on which 32 degrees marks the freezing point of water and 212 degrees marks the boiling point

Celsius scale- a scale for measuring temperature on which 0 degrees marks the freezing point of water and 100 degrees marks the boiling point
