High School Geometry

Required Materials: The student will need a separate class binder, paper (lined and grid), pencils, protractor, compass, and a ruler.  A scientific calculator is required but a graphing calculator such as a TI-83 or TI-84 is recommended.  The graphing calculator will also help students in future math courses and preparation for college entrance examinations.  Students will maintain a portfolio for each semester.  This portfolio will be the record of the students progress and all materials given or done in class will need to be maintained in this portfolio.  
Course Content:  The Geometry course includes an in-depth analysis of plane, solid, and coordinate geometry as they relate to both abstract mathematical concepts as well as real-world problem situations. Topics include logic and proof, parallel lines and polygons, construction of geometric figures, perimeter and area analysis, volume and surface area analysis, similarity and congruence, trigonometry, and analytic geometry. Emphasis will be placed on developing critical thinking skills as they relate to logical reasoning and argument. Students will be required to use different technological tools and manipulatives to discover and explain much of the course content.  
Grades:  Tests or projects will be worth 80% of the grade.  Tests will be given usually on a weekly basis.  Tests will cover material covered previously.  Projects and/or papers may be assigned for a particular concept or for extra credit.  Any extra credit will be decided on a case by case basis between the instructor and student.  Homework will be worth 10% of the grade and will be given daily but class time will be spent on starting and sometimes completing the homework in class.  The other 10% will be based on teacher and peer assessment.  This class time will be used to answer questions that arise doing the homework and will also be used for students to help one another.  Homework grades given will be either a √, which means all was done or attempted and work was shown and will be equivalent to a100%, √-, which means some work was skipped with no effort or some work was not shown and will be equivalent to 80% or if the student is missing many assignments or has little to show then the student will receive a 50%.  If no homework is turned in when it is due, unless absent, the student will receive a 50%  for that daily assignment.  Homework will not be graded for correctness, but for effort and timeliness.  It will be graded at the end of the current marking period but should be done when assigned.  Students absent are still responsible for any assigned work.
