You may do any and all of these assignments; some can be repeated (*).  Be sure to give them to me at a time when I am not teaching (before or after school, before or after class, during the song).  They are to be neatly done to specification.  Your name, date, and heure are printed clearly on the work.  Make sure I initial the work before it goes into the folder for your class.
1) Use good quality on-line program.  Do at least 45 minutes (bring note) once you’ve found a site:

· discovery education – (user name is school email address, password is network user name in upper case) Extra French, a TV sit com, start with episode 1, summarize in French, list new words.
· busuu.com – can work free for a week, then it costs; includes sound !!!!

· yabla.com – demo is free, it costs to subscribe
· childtopia.com (français – contes) listen, read, and translate (contains passé simple).
· geoado.com (more advanced, global magazine for adolescents) - read and summarize in French

· international children’s digital library–www.childrenlibrary.org (menu, read books upper left, books by country, French, France, choose a book you can understand), read, summarize in French
· ?
2) Create your original story from 10 recent vocabulary words that we have done. At least 150 words, completely in French.  Handwritten neatly in dark ink, double-spaced.*

3) Draw 10 pictures in story format (comic book style) on one sheet of paper. Under each picture write at least 2 sentences, telling what is happening in each picture. The pictures are related, tell a story. 

4) Write 20 original sentences in French using the most recent 30 vocabulary words. 

5) Draw an original comic strip (4 boxes in length) and write the script for it. It should be clever and amusing just like the comics in the newspaper. 

6) Translate pages of a French book into English.*

7) Make a vocabulary test (and a key).  It can be in any format (multiple choice, matching, translation, etc.) as long as you use a minimum of 30 of recent vocabulary words. 

8) Write a love note to someone…(your mom, grandma, dad, etc) tell him/her how wonderful s/he is, how much you appreciate what s/he does for you, and how much s/he means to you. Pictures are required & a minimum of 30 different French words. 

9) Teach a family member 20 (new) French vocabulary words, then make up a written quiz and have him/her take it. Grade it, staple it all together with your name
10) Speak on the telephone with another friend who speaks French—this conversation must last at least 15 minutes. A sheet signed by you, your friend, and your parent must be submitted. (The note should attest that the conversation was heard.)

11) Rent a French foreign film (American made films do NOT count). It should be either completely in French or subtitled. Dubbed versions won’t receive credit. You must also have written parental approval to watch it (included!) Write a summary in English or French.

12) Take one of the stories that we have done in class, draw several pictures for it, and then go home and tell someone the story WITHOUT using any notes. Have that person write a note saying you told them the story without reading it off something. Attach the note to pictures. *
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
