GRADING PROCEDURES

To calculate grades, divide the total points earned on assignments by the total number of points possible. Multiply the resulting decimal by one hundred to calculate the percentage score. Use the following scale to change your percentage grade into a letter grade.
90  –  100 % 	= A					60  –  69 %	= D
80  –  89 %	= B					0    –  59 %	= F
70  –  79 %	= C	
Grades are entered into the electronic grade program as assignments are graded. Updated grades (using student number) are posted weekly, usually early in the week.

Grades are based on points students EARN by completing CLASSWORK & HOMEWORK; QUIZZES and TESTS, LABS, JOURNALS/NOTEBOOKS, and completion of an OUTSIDE HONORS PROJECT. (Failure to complete the outside research project will lower a student’s grade at least one letter grade.)

ABSENCES & LATE WORK:  It is critical that your child be in class each day. If (s)he has to be absent, they can get their make-up work from the calendar posted in the classroom.  If (s)he has an excused absence and submits the work within two days of their return they can receive full credit for the assignments. Students EARN maximum points on assignments by turning in work on time. Assignments only 1 day late earn partial credit. Assignments more than one day late may not receive credit. No credit is earned for assignments due to unexcused absences.  Exceptions to this policy require an individual conference with the teacher. Your child can come see me during Period 2, Period 3, Lunch, or after school to talk with me about any questions or concerns.
