Assessment:

· Students receive ongoing feedback (both formative and summative) on six criteria to guide their learning in MYP science.

· Summative tasks occur towards the end of units and require students to demonstrate progress on the criteria. Scores from summative tasks form the basis of the 1-7 IB marks noted on grade reports.
