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Syllabus for Physics                                                   Instructor: David W. Healey
Introduction:  Physics is the study of the natures of matter and energy and how they are related.  Items a physicist may study range from subatomic particles to the universe itself.  Some of the topics in this course will include the following:  

· Mechanics – motion, forces, momentum, energy
· States of matter – fluids, solids, and gases
· Waves and light – energy transfer, sound, light, reflection and refraction

· Electricity – electric fields, circuits, magnetic fields

· Modern physics – quantum theory and the atom

Materials:  The text for this course is Physics Principles and Problems by Zitzewitz.   In addition to the textbook, students will need to bring a binder/folder with paper, a calculator, a composition notebook, and a pen and/or pencil to each class.

Course Requirements: For the student to be successful in this class, the following conditions need to be met:

· Be in class on time and ready to work.  If you are absent, it is your responsibility to get and make up any missed assignments.

· Have textbook, paper, pen/pencil and notebook each class period.
