Hello Everyone:


Welcome to junior English!  I have planned a variety of activities to keep things invigorating and interesting.  Obviously, the junior year is new for you but also for me, so we will all need to keep an open mind about making adjustments along the way.  I am open to any reasonable suggestions from you, before and after school.  And, of course, I hope you are open to suggestions from me!

What’s the Block going to be like?


In planning this class, I would like to have some type of daily routine for us to better focus our minds on language arts.  First thing each day, there will be D.O.L. to do as soon as you arrive.  We will check D.O.L., so I expect students to sit down, be quiet, and get to work.  I will be taking roll and preparing for class time while you are working on D.O.L. or reading.  Afterwards, we will go into “project time” or the main instructional emphasis for the day.  The last part will be to read or work on projects.

Turning assignments in on time:     

If assignments are not turned in on time, you will get a zero.  If you are absent, rules in the student handbook will apply.  Any assignments that are due and not turned in the day of an unexcused absence will also result in a zero.

How should I go about taking care of work when I’m absent?     

Please check your handbook on the rules for absenteeism and make-up work.  Homework is your responsibility.  I will not chase you down to complete your work.

What happens if I’m tardy?     

You need to be in your seat when the bell rings and doing your work, if not, you are tardy.  Anything beyond a third tardy will result in a 30-minute detention, a fifth tardy is a 45-minute detention, and a sixth tardy is a 60-minute detention and a phone call home and to the principal’s office.

Can I take care of my personal needs during class?     

You have eight minutes to pass between classes or you have seminar prior to D block.  I strongly recommend that you take care of all of your business then.  This includes bringing all homework, books, assignments, etc. with you to class.  There will be absolutely no passes to go to your lockers for materials.  This interrupts class time, and part of being prepared is having all materials for class with you.  Do not expect to do so during class.

What else should I bring to class?     

In addition to your individual reading book, bring a notebook, a blue and red pen, a pencil, any assignments that are due, or ones that you may be working on during “project time”, and the required text(s).  Not bringing a reading book to class will result in an automatic 30-minute detention.

I encourage you to come and talk with me whenever you are wondering about any aspect of the class.  I enjoy working with students one-on-one, and talking with you helps me to get to know you better.  You can always catch me before or after school or set up an appointment time with me.  I am not available during seminar as I teach a class during this time.
