Welcome to my physics class. I look forward to working with you this year.   In order for us to work together in an effective and respectful way, it is necessary to state a few simple rules.   

1) Bring all required materials to class daily (all assignments due, your notebook and folder, a pen and a pencil, a calculator, and your student planner).
· You receive a classwork grade.   If you are prepared then you will be achieving the maximum possible.
2) Assignments should be handed in on time

· Late homework, projects or classwork lowers 10 percent per day late.
3) All students should arrive to class on time and take assigned seat.
· First tardy = 10 minute detention

· Second tardy = 15 minute detention 
· Third tardy = 20 minute detention and a ROM 
4) Students should behave appropriately, and respect each other as well as school property.  Inappropriate behavior and language, disruptions, and breaking lab safety rules result in:

· 1st offense = warning

· 2nd offense = 10 minute detention

· 3rd offense = 20 minute detention
5) Food, gum, candy, drinks, cell phones, and ipods are not allowed. Water in transparent sealable bottle is permitted unless otherwise stated. 
Procedures for rule infractions:

· Depending on the severity (and repeats) of the infraction, the penalty may consist of a warning, detention, student conference, parent notification, and/or ROM. Please review the school policies for infractions.
· Cheating or plagiarism of labs, tests , homework is against school policy.  First offense requires that I notify your parent and that you receive a zero on the assignment.   Second offense requires administrative action.

· If detention is given, the detention will take place the following school day unless you make another appointment with me.  Failure to show up for detention will result in a ROM.
