This course is designed to encourage students to write. Although students study the components of playwriting through analysis and discussion, the main emphasis is on producing and discussing their own work.  This is done through a variety of exercises, the writing of short scenes and finally the writing and rewriting of a one act play.
Analysis: 
Students will read two play in class each semester examining characterization, dialogue, setting, dramatic conflict, rising action, resolution.  At least one classic and one modern play will be read.


Students will also read and discuss each other’s work.
