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A is for Awesome First Graders! Welcome back to school!
B is for being on time.  Please make sure you are at school by 7:50 every morning.
C is for conference.  Our conference time is from 1:10-2:00.  You may schedule a conference by calling or emailing your child’s teacher.
D is for dismissal.  School ends at 2:50.  If your child is a car rider, please be sure to use your window sign to assist in a speedier pick-up.  It is helpful if you store that on your car’s visor and then place it in the passenger window so that we can clearly see the sign as you drive up. 

E is for e-mail. Please email your child’s teacher any time you have a question.

F is for First Grade.  It is going to be a fantastic year. First Grade is a time of great physical and academic growth! Thank you for letting us be part of this awesome time in your child’s life!
G is for going home.  It is VERY important that we receive a note or a phone call if your child will be going home a different way that usual. 

H is for homework.  There will not be much homework in first grade, but what is sent home is important. Your child will have spelling homework and math homework.  Guided Reading will also be sent home daily.
