1. Be understood in 55 countries across five continents and by over 200 million people.
2. French is the third most common language on the Internet. Connect with pen pals, visit foreign websites and find student exchange opportunities.
3.  French as a foreign language is the second most frequently taught language in the world after English. 
4. French is the language of the USA’s largest trading partner and RI’s closest foreign neighbor, Canada.
5. Get a head start on learning other Romance languages like Spanish, Italian, Portuguese and Romanian.
6. French is a melodious and romantic language with a relatively quick learning curve.
7. Develop critical, creative thinking and problem solving skills. French also provides the base for more than 50% of the modern English vocabulary, which improves performance on standardized tests.
