Fifth Grade CogAT Testing


   


Our fifth graders will be taking the CogAT test, October 11-13.  If you have been a parent at Isbell for a few years, you might be saying “Fifth grade CogAT?”  Well, we haven’t given the test for a few years.  The CogAT test is a standardized test that measures a student’s ability to think and solve verbal, quantitative, and nonverbal problems.  By giving this test, the teachers receive information that helps them meet the individual needs of each student. 


Please make every effort to have your child in school on those days.  We ask you to please schedule doctor’s appointments or other events around those testing dates. 


Here are some additional tips.


Right Before the Test -


*Make sure your child gets a good night’s sleep. Provide a good breakfast.


*Have your child dress in layers – kids do better on tests if they don’t have to think about how hot or cold they are.


*Don’t be too anxious.   


*Confidence is key. Encourage your child and he/she will excel.

	6. Conduct a weekly clean-up.


	7. Create a household schedule.


	8. Keep a master calendar.


	9. Prepare for the day ahead.


	10. Provide necessary support while 		your child is learning to become 		organized.


I believe that skills we want to instill in our children must be ones that we model ourselves in front of them.  Let your children see what you do to be organized. Check and work with them to make sure the strategies are being used.  Good organizational skills are not something that we are born with, but instead something that we develop.
