1. Question: How are physical and chemical changes affected by temperature? 

Answers: Changes in temperature can change the state of matter. 

For example: 

· Heat changes solid ice to liquid water and then to a gas

· Cold changes liquid water to solid ice

· Heat can cause matter to undergo a chemical change (fire will burn a piece of paper, which is a chemical change)

Answer:A change that does NOT result in something new

Answer: 

· Ice melting

· Cutting paper

· Cutting wood

4. Question: What is a chemical change? 

Answer: A Change that results in a new substance
5. What are some examples of chemical changes? 

Answer:

· Baking bread

· Fireworks

· Pouring hydrogen peroxide on a cut

· Burning wood
