Mime Troupe I, II, and III Syllabus

The students are admitted to this class by a performance audition during the previous Spring.  This is a one-year course, and there are three levels which allows a student to remain in Mime Troupe for three years.  This allows for growth in performance and creative skills.

The first six weeks the students will learn and review illusionary techniques, mask performances basics and review of character development.  The students will write and perform several duet mimes, which are used for various performances during the school year.  In addition, students will learn the elements of performing street mime.
The second six weeks the students may be asked to learn “Peter and the Wolf.”  This is a repertory piece which tours to various schools and events.
The third and fourth six weeks the students work with the teachers to develop, rehearse and perform a full-length mime show presented to the public in late January or early February.
The Fifth and sixth six weeks the students will learn, first-hand, mask design and mask-making.  Using these masks the students will learn mask performance skills both improvisational and rehearsed.  As short mask show may be performed from this work for an audience.

Grading is based on the following components:  weekly, written creative journal, dressing out daily for class, performance in class, class participation in both performances and discussion, volunteer performances at various venues, leadership.
