Baseball Study Guide Basics
Object of the game:  The object of baseball is to score more runs than the other team.  A run is scored when a player successfully runs all the bases in a counter clockwise manner, and 1 point is awarded.  A game is completed after nine innings.  

An inning consists of one team in the field and the other up to bat.  One at a time, the batting team takes turns hitting and running.  If the batting team gets three outs, they switch places and take the field.  If a game is tied, they play another inning. 







The game of baseball is played on a field made up of two parts; the Infield and the outfield.


Infield:  Played on dirt and consists of 4 bases that together make  up what is 
called the diamond.  The positions in the infield are 1st base, 2nd base, 3rd base,  
catcher, pitcher, and short stop (between 2nd and 3rd).  

Outfield:  Played on grass and consists of right field, center field, and left field.

Lines:  The side lines are called foul lines
Terminology:
Strike (3): A good pitch where the batter either misses the ball, or doesn’t swing 
Ball (4):  A bad pitch  (not in the strike zone—between shoulders and knees)
Walk:  The batter gets to automatically go to first base  (when the pitcher either pitches four balls, or hits the batter with the ball.

Outs (3):  Strike out, tagged out, forced out, pop fly
Foul:  A ball that is hit into foul territory (considered a strike)
Tag up:  Runner must step on base AFTER batter gets out (due to pop fly) before advancing to the next base.

Forced out: An out when the baseman steps on base while holding the ball.  WHEN A RUNNER HAS TO RUN.
Tag out:  An out when the baseman has to TOUCH the player.  This happens when the base runner does NOT HAVE TO RUN, BUT CHOOSES TO.
Inning:  One of nine steps in which the game of baseball is played.
Run:  When a person makes it around all four bases (not continuously) and scores a point for their team.
Homerun:  When a runner hits the ball, and runs all four bases to score for their team.  
Double Play:  When the fielding team gets 2 outs on one hit
1A-Hit tofirst   2A-Hit to first     3A-Strikes out   4A-Hit and run 2 bases    5A-Hits a pop fly(out)   6A-Hit and runs 2 bases   7A-Hit and gets out at first
