Raise your hand and wait your turn.





Conversation:  Yes, quietly at seats, so that  teacher does not hear your conversation = 1





Movement: 


Only out of seat to sharpen pencil or throw away trash.

Movement:


In seat, unless sharpening a pencil or teacher signing pass





Activity:


Warm-up, Independent work, Direct Instruction and Lesson Closure





Help: Raise your hand and wait for the teacher to come to you, If stuck:


*skip question and KEEP working





Conversation:  Yes, to speak to class = 3; No, working silently = 0 





Movement:    In seat, unless sharpening a pencil, gathering materials, or teacher signing pass





Activity:


Group work or partner work





Help:


One person is responsible for asking teacher for help





Conversation:


Yes, on topic. One person talking at a time.





Participation:   At seat, talking quietly until bell rings, warm-up/homework on desk.





Participation:


Silent, eyes on your own paper, completing assignment, taking notes











Participation:  quiet and engaging in on topic conversation, helping each other, ALL students writing answers,
