Grading Policy 2010-2011

6th Grade


Grades for the marking period will be divided into two parts.  Formative grades are the class work and homework averages, and brief checks on learning that create the framework of a unit.  During this initial stage, students begin to explore the unit material in-depth. These grades will be averaged and weighted as 30-40% of the marking term grade.


 Summative grades will allow the students to bring together and utilize their knowledge from the unit in the form of a written composition, project, presentation, or test.  Summative grades may be recorded as a double or triple grade for the marking term.  For example, on a written composition, one grade will be given for the content of the writing.  The content grade represents how well the writer captures all necessary information and details in his/her writing.  The second grade, conventions, reflects the writer’s accurate use of grammar, punctuation, and word usage.  The third grade, when applicable, will evaluate the student’s use of the writing process:  brainstorming, rough draft, revision, editing, and final draft.  Summative grades will be averaged and weighted as 60-70% of the marking term grade.


All assignments are expected to be completed on time and are expected to reflect a quality effort from the students.
