Spelling Homework Packet
You will receive your list of spelling words on Monday.  All chosen activities must be completed and submitted together in a packet on Friday before the test.  You must write the assignment and the points it is worth on every assignment.  Please staple the sheets together and write the total points you expect to receive for your work (you can not receive more than 100 points).  Points will be taken off for misspelled words, incorrect grammar, or poor effort.  Work may be done in your own handwriting or you may type some of the activities on the computer.

10 Point Activities
1. Write each of your words using fancy letters or type each of your words using a different font.
2. Write each word in cursive once and in print once. 
3. Write your spelling words in pencil.  Trace over the words three times with three different colored pens or colored pencils.
4. Sort your spelling words by the number of syllables in the word.
5. Write your spelling words on a list, but replace all the vowels with a line.  Then go back to the beginning of your list and see if you can fill in the correct missing vowels.  Example:  pr_nc_pl_

1. Use each word in a 5th grade sentence and underline the spelling word.
2. Write each word and a synonym for each word.
3. Write each word and an antonym for each word
4. Write all Spelling words 3 times each.
5. Write each of your Spelling words.  Find a picture from a magazine or draw a picture that illustrates the word in some way.
6. Choose the 8 Spelling words that are the hardest for you to spell.  Write the hardest one 8 times, the next hardest one 7 times, and so on.
7. Write each spelling word, and then write at least two words that can be made from the same letters that are hidden inside the word.  Example:  slide (side, lie, lid, led, etc.)
8. Write your spelling words in a list.  Then look at your

numbers on the keypad.  Now write your spelling words      
using this code.  Example:  school= 7 2 4 6 6 5
     9. Write each spelling word in the shape of a pyramid.          
        You must write neatly!  Example:  home   h

 25 Point Activities
1.  Classify each word according to its part of speech (noun, verb, etc.-must use a dictionary and write the page number it was found on)
2. Cut the words out of a magazine/newspaper
3. Make a word search on graph paper using all your words.  Highlight each spelling word.
4. Print each spelling word.  Give the value beside the word if each vowel is worth 5 points and each consonant is worth 10 points. Example:  bird= 10+5+10+10=35
5. Write a letter to a friend, relative, a character in a book, the President or a teacher using all of your spelling words.  It can not be just a list of words. 
6. Write a song or a rap that includes at least 8 of your spelling words!  Share with a friend or family member.
7. Write a riddle for 8 of your spelling words.  Don’t forget to add the answers to your riddles.  
Example:  I cry when I am hungry.  I wear diapers.  I am cute and cuddly.  What am I?  *Answer- baby

35 Point Activities
1.  Make a crossword puzzle on graph paper, writing clues for each word.
2. Using a dictionary, write a definition for each word and include the page number it was found on.
3. Write a story using all the words.  Underline each word.
4. Write the spelling words and then rewrite in code.  Provide a key to the code.
5. Create a comic strip using all your words.
6. Write a poem using all your words.
7. Use your spelling words to write sentences using alliteration.  Try to use as many words as you can within each sentence that have the same beginning sound—BUT it has to make sense to be a sentence!!  You must use each spelling word at least once.  Underline your spelling words.  Example:  Erin did not expect her experiment to explode and embarrass her in front of everyone.
8. Write a TV commercial for a product, such as Coca=Cola, using 8 of your spelling words.  Read it to a parent or sibling!
