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2nd Grade Reading Goal

Read 2 short books a day (10 books a week) or 

2 beginning chapter books a week. 

· By the end of each 9 weeks (each quarter) your child should have read 90 books.

· Our goal is to read 360 books by the end of the year!

Every student is given leveled books to practice in class based on a diagnostic reading assessment.  This assessment measures fluency AND comprehension.  We would like for our second graders to read books every night that are as close to their reading level as possible.  

We realize that not all books are leveled.  Please see the attached 5 finger rule as a guideline.  Please remember that it’s not always the quantity of pages and words read but the quality of reading and how deep the understanding is.  

Each chapter book read in 2nd grade counts as FIVE books.

	All books that are higher than a level N with more than 10-12 chapters may be considered to count as more than 5 books.  Please remember that comprehension plays a very important part in reading level and that sometimes the content of certain chapter books is not grade level appropriate.
