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Lion’s Roar Crew Jobs

Throughout the school year we work on many Lion’s Roar newscasts to present to the parents, teachers, and students of Lakeside. In order to make this happen we need many different jobs filled. Next year as a 5th grader you can be on the crew.  We will keep the same crew throughout the year. If you do take on a job as a crew member, you will be required to meet during some recesses and lunches during times when we are filming and editing a newscast. 

The below jobs are ones that you will apply for and keep for the entire 2011-2012 school year. Miss Mitchell and the 4th grade teachers will look at all the applications and determine who will be doing each job.  If you take on a job as the crew, you will assist in each production.

Below is a list of jobs along with job descriptions.  If there is a job you would like to perform, mark that job and then explain why you are going to be a good fit for that job.  Give examples of skills you might have that would help you to complete the job as well as any interests you have in a particular job.  If you don’t have the skills already but would like to learn them, explain to me why they are skills you would like to learn and use.  You may mark more then one job, just make sure to explain your reasoning for both.  

After you have filled out the information, have a parent sign the form and return it to your 4th grade teacher by Monday, May 16th . 

Jobs:

_________Producer (2 needed)

This person will work with Miss Mitchell to set up the organization of the show each month.  They will help to decide what should be included and what order it should be presented. They also will keep track of the filming process and making sure that all pieces are filmed and ready to go for editing. At times they will need to present story ideas to the anchors and reporters from the different 5th grade classrooms in order for them to start writing their scripts and getting in their stories before the deadlines.

Skills Needed: Organization, Public Speaking

________ Reporters (many needed)

This student will be in charge of gathering information on things happening at Lakeside.  After gathering information they will need to write a script and decide how they would like to present it to the students. 

Skills Needed: Organization, Public Speaking, Writing and Creative Thinking

_________ On the Prowl Producer (1 needed)

This student will be in charge of keeping track of the day to day happenings at Lakeside. They will need to collect pictures from teachers as well as take pictures of different events to showcase. The goal is to show as many different students as we can each month.  Then they will be in charge of creating a segment for the newscast with the pictures and music to show what went on in the last month at Lakeside. They will do all their own editing with Windows Movie Maker and turn in the final compiled piece to Miss Mitchell to add to the newscast.  

Skills Needed: Organization, Photography, and Windows Movie Maker or other video editing skills

_________Editors (2 needed)

These students will work with Miss Mitchell to put together the final newscast. They will work on cutting video clips, adding special effects, and putting all the pieces of video in the final order.  They also will help to place the final video on school tube. The editors need to be prepared to spend some recess and lunch time in Miss Mitchell’s room after we complete filming.

Skills Needed: Video editing with Windows Movie Maker and Adobe Premiere Elements

_________Camera Person (3 needed)

These 2 students will be in charge of filming each segment for the roar. They will be in charge of working the video camera and setting up the scene correctly with the green screen or background that is being used.

Skills Needed: Video Camera

________ Joke Segment Producer (1 needed)

One person will be in charge of creating the joke segment to put in the roar each time. They will decide which students are going to be involved as well as pick the jokes. The Joke person will also be in charge of editing their piece to include in the final roar.

Skills Needed: Video editing with Windows Movie Maker and/or Adobe Premiere Elements. 

_________ Commercial Producer (1 needed)

One person will be in charge of writing a variety of commercials for each month’s show. They will get to decide what the commercials are advertising, who is in the commercials, and participate in the filming. 

Skills Needed: Writing and Creative Thinking

_________ Entertainment Producer (1 needed)

This person will be in charge of looking at what is going on with movies, books, plays or other entertainment related things that they think the Lakeside Lion’s would enjoy to learn more about. They would be on air each show talking about what they have picked out.

Skills Needed: Writing and Research

_________ Weather Person (1 needed)

This person will be on air each week in order to update Lakeside lions on the upcoming weather. They will need to research the weather and find a fun way to present it to the audience.
