G – Model student in cafeteria and hallways

Negative Behaviors
1 – Missing work/homework incomplete
2 – Off task/out of seat/not working or not being an active participant in class discussions or labs 
3 – Disrespectful to another teacher or staff member
4 –Disrespectful to another student
5 – Defacing school property
6 – Inappropriate behavior in the cafeteria/hallway/bathroom
7 – Repeated talking without permission
8 – Inappropriate language
9 – Study hall assigned
10- Office referral

Students will carry their success log with them throughout the day to all of their classes.  Any teacher in the building may ask for a student’s log and mark on it when necessary for both positive and negative behaviors.
Students will bring home their behavior success log every Thursday.  At that time, the student and parent should review the log and discuss the student’s strengths and weaknesses exhibited during the week.  A parent/guardian must sign and then return the log to school the next day, showing the parent is aware of the student’s behavior.  If a student does not return their success log signed on Friday morning, they will receive a mark on their log.  If more than 3 negative marks are accumulated the student will not participate in the Fun Friday scheduled for that month.
The success log is a great tool to monitor and communicate student’s progress to parents. Thank you in advance for your cooperation.
