Visual Learners – Draw out your definitions or notes – use color to emphasize details




     Draw illustrations for concepts to help explain them

Active Learners – Do something physical while you study or take frequent breaks 

     between short reviews 

Rote Learners – Repetitive actions – writing out terms several times, taking practice tests

Social Learner – Get a study partner and review together – discuss, act it out, quiz orally
