Teacher Note:

As you go through each lesson, keep the 3 steps to TPRS in mind: Show, tell and read. Once you have
completed 2 lessons and pretaught the six vocabulary structures that pertain to a story, you are ready to
TELL the story. When you tell the mini-story, be sure to keep it relatively short and simple— much short-
er than the written version. Tell the story using your own words and style, while focusing on the Target
Vocabulary structures. Tell, discuss, prompt and ask 101 questions as you tell and retell the story. Once
students are ‘saturated’ with auditory input, have them read the story.

To keep things fresh and interesting, you may (on occasion) want to vary the order of activities. If stu-
dents ‘expect’ you to tell the story, surprise them by having them read the story first. Then, remove the
text and discuss and retell the story in your own words, as you focus on the Target Vocabulary and ask for
student input.
