FIELD TRIP

Rules of Conduct

Inasmuch as the administration and teaching staff at Spring Valley High School will be assuming the supervisory responsibilities of your son/daughter on a trip away from school, we feel it is important that the student and the parent fully understand the rules which govern our school while students are on campus. Because the students will be representing Spring Valley High School and because their conduct, behavior, and safety are our responsibility, we have established the following guidelines which must be adhered to while they are on school trips.
1. There will be no use of alcoholic beverages or drugs of any kind at any time. Any student found in possession, or under the influence of, liquor or drugs will be left home if the determination is made prior to departure. Students in possession of drugs, or under the influence of alcohol while on a field trip are subject to immediate arrest, and will be sent home immediately at the parent(s) expense.
2. There will be absolutely no use or possession of any tobacco products. This is a violation of the Code of Conduct for Secondary Students and will result in school disciplinary action.
3. If applicable, hotel rooms will be assigned by the sponsor and may be changed only by the sponsor.

4. Under no circumstances will members of the opposite sex be in the same room without the presence of an authorized chaperone while on out-of-district trips.
5. When on an overnight trip, “curfew” means that students are to be in their assigned rooms at the designated time.  Students are not to leave their rooms after bed check (and/or curfew). A violation of curfew will result in administrative disciplinary action or suspension.
6. No students will be allowed to leave the group on his/her own or with friends without the permission of their assigned chaperone.  This includes leaving in cars, cabs, buses, etc. other than the transportation arranged by the advisors.

7. Friends or relatives who live in other cities will not be able to visit with Spring Valley High School students.

8. Only students registered at Spring Valley High School are eligible for school trips.

9. Students will be responsible for any loss or damage to their assigned rooms. Rooms will be inspected before check out.

10. Students are to realize that there are other guests in the hotel/motel or off-campus location and, therefore, will refrain from making loud or aggravating noises.

11. Luggage and personal effects of students are subject to inspection prior to departing and at any time during the trip.

12. Students will be expected to know and observe the time and location of all departures. The group will not be delayed by the tardiness of individuals.

13. The establishment and enforcement of any guidelines not covered in this document that are necessary to ensure the success of the trip will be left to the discretion of the administrator or representative in charge.

14. Dress code standards will be enforced.
15. Students are encouraged to carry traveler’s checks, not cash.

16. All students will adhere to the dress code rules as prescribed by the program or event and be in compliance with Clark County School District Code of Conduct for Secondary Students
Any student caught in an infraction of the policies of the school may be sent home at the parents’ expense and will be subject to further disciplinary action by the school.  This action may take the form of a loss of eligibility to participate in extracurricular activities for a period of up to one year and/or forfeiture from participation on further trips for the remainder of the school years as determined by the principal.
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
