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Welcome to elective Art for 6th grade! This is a half-year class that meets two mornings a week and 
allows the 6th grade artist to develop their art skills and work at a higher level. Students will 
experience working in many different media such as painting, printmaking, sculpture, fiber arts, 
mixed media and ceramics. They will build upon concepts taught in elementary school and learn to 
use art as a form of self expression and develop problem solving skills.
